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1. A Candidate shall be declared to have passed in each theory paper/practical if he/she

secure not less 40Yo of marks (the internal evaluation and the external evaluation put

togther), provided that he/she secures a minimum of 40Yo of marks secured in the external

examination.

2. However, a candidate who has seured the minimum marks to pass in each paper but has

not secured the minimum marks to pass in aggregate will reappear in any two of the

theory paper/s of his choice in the concerned semester in order to secure the minimum

marks prescribed to pass the semester in aggregate.

3. The candidate shall appear only in the theory part and his/her previous marks in

practical/project/dissertation will be carried forward and accounted for if he/she has

already cleared the practical/project/dissertation.
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
